500TH ESSEX WALKING LEAGUE MEETING

Ilford AC staged the 500th meeting of the Essex Walking League, which began in 1967, on a hot Saturday afternoon (3rd July) at Redbridge Cycling Circuit.  On offer was 5 Kilometres over 4-and-half circuits of the lower (flat) course, when we could find the start line!   All makes for extra warming-up!   Many former greats came to support this occasion and some even got out racing pumps for another go.   Among them was JOHN WEBB (Basildon AC) who now resides in Bristol.   This sprightly 73 year old won that first League race 43 years ago, before becoming an Olympian a year later in 1968 when racing over 20 Kilometres in Mexico.  He lined up and contested our 500th event.   Others from Race No.1 were present to compete or spectate (see June 2010 issue for Race No.1 result).   Among supporters was another septuagenarian in PAUL NIHILL MBE who had walked in 4 Olympics (1964/68/72/76) winning silver at the 64 Tokyo Games over 50 Kilometres.    "Mr Starter" was Ilford President LES HISLOP who after setting a 51 strong field into action, then joined in to race himself.  Among starters was long-serving Essex County AAA Walking Secretary RAY PEARCE, who in his heyday was an Essex County senior individual champion.

Early-on saw Ilford's in-form FRANCISCO REIS dictating pace while leading for 2-and-half circuits before being overtaken by the talented King twins from Colchester Harriers.   DANIEL AND DOMINIC KING, both Commonwealth Games representatives, pulled ahead to dead-heat in 23 minutes and 38 seconds which was remarkable as they'd done an 18 Kilometres training session 2 hours earlier.   Reis trailed them with determination to come a close 3rd.

Post race saw a buffet and social/reunion.  The organisers for an excellent day were Ilford stalwart TONY PERKINS and his wife CHRISTINE.

DICK MARSHALL RIP

It is with profound sadness that we report the death of Dick, aged 63, who was a bowel cancer sufferer.    Dick has been one of local sports greatest supporters...in his role as journalist.   He was 100% for athletics and always wrote well of race walking.   Dick started out in the early 70s when he worked on the Southend Standard, with Roger Buxton (another true friend of walking).    Dick moved to the Basildon-based "Evening Echo" and was still working for them when he died.  For 37 years Dick worked for the same company - a real example of loyalty in these times.   June Cork has expressed how much he was appreciated at Southend-on-Sea AC.   It was Dick who brought us that dramatic story of the big Southend-on-Sea AC walking bust-up in the mid-70s, and despite moving to Cardiff it was Dick who wrote passionately over the failure of Wales to select Bob Dobson for their Commonwealth Games team.    Dick chronicled the success of Olly Flynn on many occasions and, of course, his Commonwealth Games gold medal.  The rise of many promising Canvey Island sportsmen and women was all publicised in Dick's regular reports. Dick wrote about iron man Kevin Perry’s rise from Club walker to National Champion and also as one honoured by Southend Sports Council.  And can we ever forget his support for Essex Police promotions, most notably that wonderful whole-page/back-page account on that Gloucester Park race which saw Victor Spain triumph as a "dark horse".  We could go on...and on.   Dick will be remembered as a sports journalist who looked for the positive and good things that he found in local sport.   We thank him for his genuine interest in race walking and extend our condolences to his family and other relations.

THREE WEEK TRAINING CAMP/STUDY OPPORTUNITY FOR RACE WALKERS

 We have opportunities for athletes to participate in a research study:

“The effects of an intermittent heat acclimation protocol on race walking economy”
 We have opportunities for athletes to spend three weeks from late August 2010 training at the UKA National Centre for Race Walking at Leeds Metropolitan University; and can provide some financial support for participants. We are seeking approximately 12 male and female athletes who compete in the race walk events, aged between 18 and 30 years to participate in this study.
Athletes who participate will be allocated to one of two groups:

Group 1 - INTERMITTENT HEAT ACCLIMATION – who will be based at the UKA Centre for three weeks
or
Group 2 - CONTROL– who may* be based at the UKA Centre for three weeks

*(if you match one of our heat acclimation group athletes but cannot commit to three weeks at the UKA Centre because of (e.g.) work schedules it may be possible for you to complete the initial and final testing sessions if we are able to ensure data can be collected off site in your own training set up) 

You will complete tests in the exercise physiology laboratory to determine (e.g.) race walking economy; a performance test in thermally stressful (32˚C/60% humidity) conditions in the environmental chamber; and nine acclimation or control sessions over a three week period at a pace similar to your steady training sessions. This training will compliment your planned training and competition in this period

.
 Adaptations from training in hot conditions may allow race walkers to race walk with improved race walking economy, which could be beneficial for athletes competing in Delhi at the forthcoming Commonwealth Games. However training in the heat may also improve race walking economy and performance at normal temperatures.

Hi Dave,
 
Having just read the latest edition of Essex Walker, I cannot believe what I have just read under the section 'Put a Sock in It', in relation to the Essex 3000m Walks held at Chelmsford. The incident, in which I was involved, has been totally misrepresented and your informant has failed to supply

you with all details 

I did confront June in the announcer's hut, immediately after the race as I was unhappy with her commentary, which included a number of incorrect and misleading comments whilst the race walk was on. I explained to June that I felt the commentary came across as being very 'sarcastic' and comments such as "the walks being an 'odd event' and one which often causes injury" are not helpful in an event is struggling to recruit new members. I was also extremely disappointed with the low turnout on the day which added to my frustrations. Is it any wonder events are poorly supported when the commentator appears to be anti-walking and shares these opinions through their commentary. As I said to June at the time, it may well be that the comments were not intended the way they came across, but I was not the only one to consider the comments to be a bit controversial.

I have always tried to support the event and others where possible even though I have been publicly criticised for not supporting local races. I will continue to try and support local races where possible, but it is not acceptable for the walks to be treated as a 2nd class event and be the laughing stock of all spectators whilst the race is on.

In relation to my role as an Essex Sports Ambassador (2009-2010), I would like to point out that this was for a 1 year period and during such time I have done numerous talks / events, promoting sport in general across the county in schools etc. Although no longer on the programme, I continue to give up my time (voluntary) to support events through schools throughout the year. I, like many others am trying to balance a full time job with training (twice daily) in order to compete at the highest level. I am then expected to find time to go into schools / communities to promote Race Walking / Sport. If there were more hours in the day, I would be able to devote them, but as it is I am already fully stretched and in all honesty probably taking on too much!

It is upsetting to continually see negative articles in Essex Walker about the event and those involved in it. It often makes me wonder why I bother to continue to defend the event and the people involved in it.

I look forward to reading some more factual and positive stories in future.
